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CLUB CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS

Preamble
The purpose of this club shall be to further the social, cultural, and scholastic activities of the students majoring in Animal Veterinary Sciences and other related fields of study, by working together and in cooperation with the Animal Veterinary Sciences faculty.

Article I
Section 1
The name of the organization shall be The Block and Bridle Club, Clemson University Chapter.

Article II
Section 1
The membership will consist of any student in any field of study with interest in Animal Agriculture, regardless of class standing or class classification.
Section 2
Any member who willfully obstructs the work of the club, or whose presence is injurious to the club, may be punished by expulsion subject to the approval of the Executive Committee.
Section 3
Associate membership is extended to graduate students and the faculty of the Animal Veterinary Sciences Department along with other faculty as approved by the Executive Committee and the Advisors.
Section 4
Honorary membership is extended to leaders of the livestock industry of South Carolina, who have made outstanding contributions toward the advancement of the industry. Membership extended may include as many as two leaders annually who are unanimously recommended by the Executive Committee and Faculty Advisor(s) and approved by the club. Once the Executive Committee has voted, they will present the honorary member(s) to the club before elections for Executive Committee begin. The honorary member(s) will officially be recognized and presented membership certificate(s) by the Block and Bridle Club at its annual banquet.

Article III
Section 1
The Faculty Advisor(s) are the official representatives of the college and their duty to advise the club whenever such advice is required. There will be no more than three advisors. 
Section 2
The Executive Committee shall consist of the officers of the club and the advisor(s). The advisor(s) will be a non-voting member. It shall be the duty of the Executive Committee to shape the policies of the club.


Section 3
In case of habitual neglect or refusal on the part of any Executive Committee member to perform their official duties, the Committee may remove the member from office by a majority vote.
Section 4
In the circumstance of the removal of an officer, the Executive Committee will then appoint an officer or committee chairman to fill the vacated role by majority vote. In the case of the removal of an officer the Executive Committee may choose someone of a lower class standing than required. 
Article IV
Section 1
The officers of the club shall be: President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Marshall. Only these Executive Committee positions will vote on things that may come up in the Executive Committee meetings.
Section 2
The nominating committee for new officers and committee chairs shall consist of the Executive Committee, committee chairs and advisors. These members shall select a slate of officers and committee chairs to be presented to the club members. The floor will then be open for further nominations. It will be at the president’s discretion if a member may hold more than one officer and/or committee chair.
Section 3
Nominations must be presented at least one week prior to the voting meeting This meeting can be a special meeting called by the president if need be. Elections are to be held on the last business meeting prior to spring break. Newly elected officers will not go into effect until the fall semester. After elections have occurred the new and old Executive Committees will begin meeting together for the remainder of the semester.
Section 4
Officers shall be elected by a simple majority vote of the members
Section 4
The duties of the President will be that of a presiding officer, appoint committees when needed and not otherwise provided for, see that officers perform their official duties, transact all business with efficiency and fairness and hold the club to the objectives laid down by the Constitution and Bylaws of the Clemson University Block and Bridle Club. The President shall be a member of the Senior class and majoring in the College of Agriculture, Forestry, and Life Sciences unless a Junior Vice-President is called to take over duties in the case of the President’s absence.
Section 5
The Vice-President shall assist the President in the performance of the duties thereof and preside over the club in the absence of the President. They shall make arrangements for guest speakers and the annual banquet. The Vice-President shall be a member of the Junior or Senior class.
Section 6
The Secretary shall keep an accurate account of the proceedings of each meeting and shall conduct such correspondence as may be necessary in the performance of their duties. The Secretary shall be a member of the Sophomore, Junior, or Senior class.
Section 7
The Treasurer shall collect all funds due to the Club and shall keep an accurate record of all disbursements designated by the club, along with the advisors, being responsible for the checkbook and records. The Treasure, President, Vice-President and an advisor must approve all purchases under $75. For any amount over $75 the entire Executive Committee must approve by majority vote. The Treasurer shall be a member of the Sophomore, Junior, or Senior class.
Section 8
The Marshall shall preserve order in meetings, prepare and collect ballots, administer oaths of office and answer all summons while clubs are in session. The Marshall shall be a member of the Sophomore, Junior, or Senior class.
Article V
Section 1
Standing committee chairs or co-chairs will be: Public Relations/Merchandise, Social, Scrapbook, Barbecue, Woodburn, Clemson Collegiate Cattlemen’s, Agriculture and Natural Resources Committee (ANRC), Initiation, Rodeo Club and Fundraising. The committee chairs or co-chairs shall be a member of the Freshman, Sophomore, Junior, or Senior class. Along with this, the committee chairs may attend the Executive Committee meetings however it is not a full responsibility, nor do these positions carry a vote in the Executive Committee.
Section 2
The Public Relations/Merchandise Chair shall initiate and regulate all club publicity and news releases to the proper channels of the news media along with distributing announcements of all club activities. They shall also be over the club social media pages and club web page. They shall be responsible for designing club apparel and all other merchandise.
Section 3
The Social Chair shall be in charge of the social activities of the club, making the proper arrangements and recommending the appointment of additional committees for events.



Section 4
The Scrapbook Chair shall be in charge of the initiation, organization, and completion of the club's annual scrapbook. This chair has the ability to nominate co-chairs such as editor and photographer along with others that they may seem fit.
Section 5
The Barbecue Chair shall be responsible for all food at events, will order and maintain supplies, and request committees as needed. Included in these responsibilities shall be all catering and concessions for events performed by the club.
Section 6
The Woodburn Chair shall be responsible for barn maintenance and for contracts with club members who utilize the barn for horses. 
Section 7
The Collegiate Cattlemen’s Chair shall be responsible for all contracts with the various cattle events and responsible for carrying out the services requested. The Collegiate Cattlemen’s chair will also be responsible for maintaining a relationship with the Pickens County Cattlemen’s Association along with being a standing member on their board and being a due paying member of their association, these dues will be paid for by the club. They may request committees from the President as needed.
Section 8
The Agriculture and Natural Resources Committee (ANRC) Chair shall be the representative for the members of the Clemson Block and Bridle and shall be majoring in Animal Veterinary Sciences. They shall work with and support the ANRC.



Section 9
The Initiation Chair shall be responsible for all initiation activities including, but not limited to; B’s being cut and available for painting, revise the initiation test each semester, grade the initiation test, and plan the events for initiation. They shall have the authority to ask other committee chairs for their assistance in the preparation of the event.
Section 10
The Rodeo Chair shall be responsible for all events and actions concerning the Block & Bridle Rodeo Arena. This chair also represents the Rodeo Club at club sports functions and meetings.
Section 11
The Fundraising Chair shall be responsible for coming up with fundraising events to further the clubs bank account. They will have the ability to form standing committees for events and will work closely with the Barbecue Chair.
Section 12
The Judging Chair shall represent the Clemson University judging teams in Block and Bridle. The Judging Chair will be responsible for having all judging team members pay their club dues. The Judging team will not be allowed to use any club funds unless they have raised them themselves or been approved by the Executive Committee. The Judging Chair will coordinate travel, work closely with the judging coach and advocate for club and national funding for the judging teams.





Article VI
Section 1
The membership fee shall be no more than $30 payable each-semester. This fee shall be paid within one month after the beginning of each semester. Failure to pay dues results in loss of membership. 
Section 2
The initiation fee shall include national membership fees and dues for one semester. New members shall be initiated at the latest two months after the beginning of each semester and shall be initiated upon completion of the clubs prerequisites.
Section 3
If you sign up for any activities and do not show up, without a legitimate reason, notification of your absence beforehand or a replacement is not found, there will be disciplinary acts taken, such as not being able to attend Semi-Formal, Banquet and or National Convention(s). The punishment will be a fine of $15.00 that can either be paid or deducted from any potential club funding the person(s) in question may receive. Under special circumstances this can be reviewed by the officers.
Article VII
Section 1
The club shall hold two regular meetings per month and these meetings are to be held on either the 1st and 3rd or 2nd and 4th, which is to be determined prior to the beginning of the academic year.  
Section 2
The President shall call special meetings if the need arises.

Article IX
Section 1
Outstanding Junior award is based on: Scholarship (50%), B&B activities (35%), and other activities (15%). Nominee must be a major in the College of Agriculture, Forestry, and Life Sciences.
Section 2
Outstanding Senior award is based on: Scholarship (35%), B&B activities (45%), and other activities (20%). Nominee must be a major in the College of Agriculture, Forestry, and Life Sciences.
Section 3
Workhorse award is based on the initiate from the current school year who exhibits the most active and hardest working of all the new initiates.
Article X
Section 1
Before the completion of the second Executive Committee meeting, the Treasurer will have a proposed conservative budget put together and voted on by the end of the meeting. A review of the financial statement shall be review at the least once per month at the Executive Committee meeting, along with providing this to the club members.
Article XI
Section 1
The Constitution and Bylaws of Clemson University Block and Bridle Club may be amended by a two-thirds majority by roll call of the active members present after two weeks advance notice of the pending amendments.
