STUDENT ORGANIZATION CONSTITUTION 
FOR
THE CLEMSON NAVIGATORS
(also referred to as simply ‘The Navigators’ or ‘the Navs’)
Purpose of Organization
The Clemson Navigators exists to provide regular opportunities to study and discuss the Bible, worship, and pray, all in a group setting, which also provides opportunities for fellowship, encouragement and spiritual development among members. We resource the student body by offering opportunities to discuss spiritual matters and provide materials in the form of outside speakers, etc. all for their benefit and consideration.
Membership
The Clemson Navigators has an open-door policy. All interested persons attending Clemson University are welcome to attend the Bible studies and meetings (recognizing that certain Bible studies will be designated for different grades and genders but will be readily available for all students). There are no “members” in the sense of meeting requirements or being accepted into membership.  There are also no dues required to be a part of the Navigators’ ministry.
The Navigators was formed by Christians who agree in their belief that man’s only access to God is through Jesus Christ and faith in His deity, His death as full payment for man’s sins, and His resurrection. While this is the foundation for the Bible study, those holding other beliefs are welcome to attend.
Officers
The Clemson Navigators is a part of an international ministry called “The Navigators.”  The Clemson Navigators is led by a staff team from this ministry, with final decisions in the hands of the campus director.  A president and treasurer are selected by the leadership to represent the organization at all necessary functions, such as the mandatory meetings and funding requests.  
Meetings
The Navigators organize a weekly meeting called Nav Night on campus, as well as various Bible studies.  Other events such as tailgates, prayer meetings, etc. are also common.  
Finance
The staff team for the Clemson Navigators use an off-campus bank account to store relevant funds for their ministry.  This account is able to receive checks written to “The Clemson Navigators.”  It is used for collecting funds students pay for trips and resources that are provided by the international Navigators organization.  The only monies that the student treasurer would access are those for extra materials (e.g. T-shirts) and funding requests from the Clemson University Student Government.
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
